At the northernmost tip of Australia; across the Torres Strait from Papua New Guinea lies one of the most h

robust, varied and uncrowded saltwater fisheries in the world.

Western Cape is a vast fishery with more than 100 miles of coastline that includes 11 rivers and river flats and at
its edge lies the Cape’s “Mecca” and Aussie Fly Fisher’s north Queensland lodge - Weipa. Although remote,
Weipa can be easily accessed via Qantas Airways from all major Australian cities within a day.

WHAT

Aussie Fly Fisher’s Cape York season covers the peak period from April through December.

With bespoke options available, our all inclusive hosted trips typically run as 4 day/5 night, 5 day/6 night or 6
day/7 night programs.

Each day anglers fish a diversity of flats, river systems and creeks, returning to our own Fly Fishing Lodge to
relax in comfort and immerse themselves in the Australian saltwater fly fishing scene. Fishing is aboard our two
American Made dedicated fibreglass skiffs with a 2 Angler : 1 Guide ratio. For those seeking adventure,
helicopter options and /or adventure camp options can be arranged to access more remote sections of the Cape.

Lunch is traditionally taken with you and dinners are either home cooked or pub style, with plenty of
opportunities to experience the local seafood available.

It is not uncommon to encounter over 30 species over the course of a weeks’ fishing. Anglers can chase high-
speed pelagics like Tuna and Mackerel close inshore, sight fish on the river mouth flats for trevally, queenfish,
barramundi, giant herring or hit the reefs for coral trout, red bass and mangrove jacks.

And then there’s the flats fishing. The prized Indo-Pacific Permit, T.Anak, one of the “Big 4” permit species is
endemic to the area along with Blue Bastards and Black Spotted Tusk Fish, all providing an inviting flats
challenge. Join us for an incredible adventure in one of Australia's truly most remote fly-fishing destinations.

SAMPLE ITINERARY

Aussie Fly Fisher will work with you to create a trip that factors in the current conditions as well as guests’
interests, including Heli / camping options for the adventurous angler. A sample itinerary is included
below for reference.

Day 0
Arrive at Weipa Airport. Your Aussie Fly fisher guide will greet you at the airport and transfer guests to The
Cape Lodge for the week.

Our Lodge has twin share or private room with ensuite options available, with all your creature comforts
including internet and Wi Fj, fly tying stations (all equipment provided) with home style and/or nearby pub
meals included.

Guests have the afternoon to settle in.

Days 1-6

Breakfast is typically served from 7.00am each day, however packed breakfast options are available for earlier
starts. Our guide will pick you up at 8.00am. Packed lunches, beverages and snacks are included. Each fishing
day runs to around 4.00pm-5.00pm depending on fishing.

At the end of each day guests are returned to the lodge where you can relax for the evening.

Final Morning
Guests will be transferred to Weipa airport for their flights home.




GEAR LIST

Fishing Gear / Terminal Tackle

* 1x8weightrod / reel with F/I line. Minimum of 250m of 301lb backing loaded on reels. Recommended lines:
SA Sonar Titan Clear Tip, SA Grand Slam Clear Tip

* 2x9or 10 Weight Rod/Reel For Permit, Blue Bastards, Golden Trevally, Barramundi, Queenfish etc. Tropical
Floating line on one option and F/I line on the other option. Minimum of 250m of 301b backing loaded on
reels. Recommended lines: Scientific Anglers Infinity Saltwater Taper, SA Sonar Titan Clear Tip, SA Grand
Slam Clear Tip

* Leader Material - 161b, 201b, 25Ib, 401b and 601b fluorocarbon leader will cover all applications.
» Tapered leaders in 16lb and 201lb can be handy for Permit & Blue Bastards.

* Pliers/clippers/Hook Sharpener

* Day pack or Bum bag (Waterproof is recommended)

*  Waterproof Fly Boxes

A selection of flies / fly lines will be available for purchase at the lodge for your stay.

Gear Hire (Fly Rods, Fly Reels including backing) is also available.







CLOTHING & OTHER ITEMS TO BRING

Northern Australia has a warm tropical year-round climate. With temperatures in cooler months averaging
around 28C or 82F to the low 30’s C (mid 80’s F) in warmer months. Whilst the weather is very comfortable, we
recommend bringing specific clothing to maximise your comfort when out fishing in whether it be in the sun, rain
or whilst wet wading.
